You may choose one to three pre-determined workshops for 
OPERA Iowa to present to the small groups you select. There is an introduction immediately preceding the show in which 
ALL the students will participate. (See the schedule on page 3 for clarification.) Note any special needs for each workshop.  
Decide workshop locations, the number and the grade level of the students who will participate.

3. Use this information to fill out and return the enclosed School Information Sheet (page 2). This sheet should be 
returned within 14 days of receiving the contract.  Make a copy for yourself before you return it to us. Your OPERA Iowa 
teaching materials will be sent once we have this information.

4. If you haven’t already booked an evening concert along with your school show...consider the idea again! An evening 
concert will add so much to the OPERA Iowa experience for students and their families.

5. A TEACHERPAC will be sent to you 6-8 weeks prior to your scheduled date. Newspapers will be sent approximately 
four weeks before OPERA Iowa is scheduled to arrive. If you are one of the early schools on the tour, these materials 
may arrive closer to your date due to printing constraints. In the TEACHERPAC, you will find information for classroom 
activities that complement the workshops as well as other pre- and post-residency activities.

Let’s Make an Opera  (For up to 50 students)

This workshop meets NSAE in Music Standard 7: Evaluating music and music performance.

Operatic forms are introduced and terms such as overture, chorus, aria, duet, trio and recitative are discussed. 
Students will explore the ways in which composers use their music to tell a story and will experience how all of 
the elements of music and theatre work in cooperation to create the performance we see on stage! Characters, 
plot lines and conflicts are pulled from the story, then students will create their own resolutions.

Objectives: To provide a framework of information that will enhance student’s understanding and appreciation 
of Hansel & Gretel by:

—Exploring musical forms and the composition of an opera.
—Introducing, identifying and evaluating music and its elements.
—Engaging the students in a verbal review of the forms used in the creation of that scene.
—Demonstrating that opera can be a lively and accessible art form.

Special needs: Piano, room for movement, supervising teacher

Decide, Design, Direct!   (For up to 50 students)

This workshop meets NSAE Standard 9: Understanding Music Performance in relation to the other arts, 
history and culture. 

What makes an opera? Areas such as costuming, make-up, set design, properties and casting are explored. In this 
workshop, students will learn on the job! Opera uses many different elements that,when combined, create the 
performance you see on the stage. Creating an opera requires making many choices—each choice affects the 
final production. After the elements of opera are presented, student designers will create the ‘look’ of a Hansel & 
Gretel production all their own!

Objectives: To show how each element of theatre works together to create a final product by:
—Discussing what thought processes go into each element of production.
—Demonstrating the basic stage materials used.
—Discussing the importance of how costume and makeup transforms an actor into a character.

Special needs: Blackboard or dry erase markerboard, supervising teacher

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Singers and Vocal Styles  (For up to 35 students)

This workshop meets NSAE Standard 6: Students should listen to, analyze and describe opera, gospel, rock 
and jazz music styles.

Name that musical style!  Of course the difference between rock and opera is obvious, but why do they sound 
the way they do?  What cultures do they represent?  And how do the singers make those particular sounds?  This 
workshop will help students learn to hear and describe the difference between their favorite kinds of music.  Join 
OPERA Iowa singers on a whirlwind tour of styles from jazz to country, to grand opera, to gospel, to rock-n-roll.

Objectives: To assist students in their abilities to describe, analyze and develop precise thoughts about 
varying styles of music by:

—Identifying different musical and vocal styles 
—Exploring how cultures influence musical and vocal styles 
—Developing active listening skills 
—Developing analytical skills inspired from what is heard

About the Opera:
 
Hansel & Gretel, in operatic form, was first heard in Weimar, Germany, 
in December of 1893. The opera tells the familiar tale of two 
mischievous children, their exasperated parents and one hungry 
witch! In its own day, Hansel & Gretel offered a perfect contrast to the verismo operas (violent depictions of everyday life) of 
Italy that were popular then. At its premiere, Richard Strauss conducted the performance. Strauss declared the opera a 
masterpiece and predicted that it would become one of the world’s greatest operas. Indeed it has! 

About the Composer:
 
Engelbert Humperdinck (1854-1921) was a German composer who followed in the footsteps 
of the great Richard Wagner. In April, 1890, Humperdinck was asked by his sister, Adelheid 
Wette, to set to music four folksongs from the Grimm fairy-tale Hansel and Gretel for performance 
by her children. What resulted was a charming singspiel for children of operatic and Wagnerian 
proportions! Humperdinck was something of a one-hit wonder in the operatic world and very 
few of his other works are still regularly performed today.

Incidentally, he is no relation to the singer of the 1960s bearing the same name!

ABOUT THE OPERA:
Don Pasquale was the 69th of Donizetti’s 71 operas. It was written for 
the Theatre des Italiens in Paris and was premiered on January 3, 1843.
Ruffini was the librettist for the work but he had never worked with the 
composer before and was dumbfounded by the speed with which matters 
proceeded. Later he confessed he was forced to write so fast that he real-
ly had no idea how much of the finished product was his. Donizetti men-
tions in a letter to a friend that the opera “cost me more than 10 days labor.”

The plot of the opera is as old as time, but the specific scenario was bor-
rowed from a libretto by Anelli, for Pavesi’s opera Ser Mac Antonio in 
1810. The characters and their roles within the intrigue are clearly based 
on commedia dell’arte types out of Renaissance comedic improvisation. 
Pasquale is the old Pantalone who always has an eye for the young ladies; 
Malatesta is the Doctor from Bologna whose air is of profound erudi-
tion but whose wisdom is questionable; Ernesto, the young, passionate, 
and often witless lover Lelio or Leandro;Norina the willful,vivacious Co-
lombina.But from these types is fashioned a gently good-humoured play 
about real people with just a touch of pathos.The story is durable and 
timeless, the music—pure charm and insouciance… as honest, youthful 
and enduring as springtime itself.

Synopsis
 
ACT I:  Count Almaviva has arrived in Seville, Spain, to woo Rosina, 
a beautiful young woman he has seen and admired from a distance. 
Rosina, however, is the ward of old Dr. Bartolo, who intends to marry her 
himself.  The Count is aided by his friend Figaro, a local barber, surgeon 
and busybody.  The romantic Count tells Figaro he wants to be loved for 
who he is, not for his title; so when Figaro arranges a first meeting with 
Rosina, he tells her that her ardent admirer is a student named Lindoro.  
Rosina, excited, give Figaro a love letter with instructions to take it to 
“Lindoro.” Figaro further urges the Count to dress as a drunker soldier 
seeking shelter when he goes to see Rosina.
 
When the “Count/Lindoro/Drunken Soldier” shows up, Bartolo tries to 
throw him out of the house. During the scuffle, the Count manages to 
pass a love letter of his own to Rosina. When the police arrive to break up 
to commotion, Bartolo demands the arrest of the drunken soldier—but 
the Count whispers his actual identity to the sergeant who, respectful 
of the Count’ s rank, leaves.  All express their amazement and confusion 
as the act ends.
 
ACT II:  Count Almaviva returns, introducing himself this time as Don 
Alonso, the substitute music teacher for Don Basilio; he explains that 
the real music teacher is ill.  The Count pretends to teach Rosina how 
to sing, as Figaro, supposedly on hand to give Bartolo his daily shave, 
sneaks off to find the key to unlock the balcony doors so Rosina can 
escape later in the evening.  Everything goes well until the actual music 
teacher, Don Basilio, shows up—quite healthy.  Figaro and the Count, 
aided by a wad of money, manage to persuade Basilio that, come to 
think of it, he really isn’t feeling so well.
 
The disguised Count and Rosina plan for a midnight elopement, but 
Bartolo overhears them. He vows to dash their plans by marrying Rosina 
that very night, and goes off to get the police so Figaro and “Alonso” can 
be arrested as thieves when they arrive for the elopement.
 
When Count Almaviva finally reveals his identity, Rosina, thrilled that 
her admirer is not only handsome, but a count as well, agrees to elope 
with him. The notary arrives to sign the marriage contract between 
Rosina and Bartolo, but is “persuaded” to marry Rosina to the Count 
instead.
 
By the time Bartolo returns with the police, it is too late—Rosina and 
Almaviva are newlyweds.

BENJAMIN BLOZAN works as a freelance vocal coach in Philadelphia and 
holds a Masters Degree from Temple University in Accompanying-Opera 
Coaching and a Masters in Piano from the University of Illinois. He recently 
worked for Lake George Opera and the Nashville Opera as Coach/Accom-
panist for their young artist programs and musically directed shows with the 
Delaware Valley Opera Company and Concert Operetta of Philadelphia. Ben 
has also accompanied at Westminster Choir College, Illinois Wesleyan Uni-
versity, and Illinois State University. Studies abroad include AIMS in Graz,the 
Académie Internationale d’Eté de Nice,and L’Académie de Villecroze.

SARA GARTLAND, soprano, hails from St. Paul,Minnesota. She received her 
Bachelor of Music degree from the University of Wisconsin-Madison and her 
Masters degree from the University of Colorado-Boulder.
